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The dissertation is devoted to the analysis of proper names in works about
the national liberation movement of the first half of the twentieth century through
an integral connection with socio-cultural factors influencing the formation of

onyms’ variants. It has been established the quantitative and structural features of



proper names; their associatively conditioned semantic layers and motivational
preconditions of functional loading have been revealed. The source base of the
dissertation covers the novels and memoirs about the national liberation movement
of Ukraine in the first half of the twentieth century, which are divided into two
chronological periods (1917-1921 and 1942-1954).

The normative basis of using different terminological units for denoting
functioning of the onyms in the texts of analyzed works has been clarified and the
synonymous variability of the scientists’ terms positioning and their substantiation
by the Ukrainian and foreign linguists has been also clarified. The semantic and
functional features of the onym in the analyzed texts of works and its non-textual
connections and semantic layers have been established. The historical
preconditions for the occurrence and development of the such linguistic sciences as
sociolinguistics and socioonomastics, which integrally study the functioning of
proper name with the influences of social factors on it, have been highlighted.

The place of conotonymy in the historical and linguistic scientific paradigm,
the chronology of research of the object of conotonymy in Ukrainian and foreign
science, the meaning of conotonyms in the general onymic system in the analyzed
texts and its perception by the recipient have been characterized.

The terminological differentiation between the semantic concepts of
pseudonym and pseudo denoting the names of historical figures and literary
anthroponyms in the texts of the analyzed works in order to hide the real name has
been established. The analysis showed the quantitative and structural variability of
pseudonymous names and pseudo, their numerical repeatability in the analyzed
texts and the congruence of real denotation names (characters) that directly
participated in the liberation struggles of 1917-1921 and 1942-1954. Historically
determined anthroponymic names have been divided according to ideological and
chronological factors, that confirm the actual truthfulness of the writers’
represented events. Motivationally, the authors of the analyzed works use the
names of historical figures to confirm the facts and events described in the works

and to compare the characters in the analyzed works with the external features of



the appearance of certain statesmen.

Connotative, motivational and quantitative categories of the writers’ usage of
the historical informative-evaluative literary anthroponyms, the denotations’
activity of which was connected with cultural and theological directions have been
characterized. The name of the Ukrainian poet Taras Shevchenko has been
qualified as the most widely used informative-evaluation literary anthroponym.

The structural features of the names of the characters, the quantitative
difference of its usage in the texts of works about two historical periods
(1917-1921 and 1942-1954) have been analyzed. The literary anthroponyms’
surnames functioning of the affix and semantic way of creation, their quantitative
and structural components have been characterized. Due to the suffixes -yev-, -ov-,
-yn-, -in-, -yiv- and the ending -a, it has been recorded a functioning of the socially
motivated anthroponyms, which contain a possessive anthroponym or have the
possessive semantics of belonging to the genus. The usage of socially conditioned
literary anthroponyms represents the influence of society on the formation of
anthroponyms and confirms the inseparable connection between anthroponyms and
social standards. It has been considered the quantitative difference in functioning
of appellatives that denote family relations or social status of literary
anthroponyms in the texts of analyzed works about the liberation movement of
1917-1921 and 1942-1954. The usage of appellatives or characteristic adjectives
in order to denote the age category of a character is quantitatively higher in the
analyzed novels than in memoirs, which is explained by more detailed focus on the
historical facts and events.

It has been found that the most frequently used appellatives, which the
authors of the analyzed works used to nominate the names of professions, are
variable names of priests, teachers and doctors. The appellative vocabulary is used
in order to identify the professional activities and the names of the characters’
professions in the analyzed works about the national liberation movement and
confirms the importance of the social influence on its formation.

The motivational preconditions of assigning nicknames to the characters of



the analyzed works and their quantitative and semantic correlation have been
highlighted. The importance of the social factors’ influence on the characters’ lives
determines the functioning in the analyzed texts of both periods (1917-1921 and
1942—-1954) with almost the same number of nicknames. It has been established
that the usage of multicomponent nicknames in the works about the liberation
movement of 1917-1921 with the saving of the character’s original name and
actually the lexeme nickname confirms the social nature of the formation of
onyms’ constructions. The nicknames’ semantic categories in the works about the
liberation movement of 1917-1921 determine the names given because of the
visible external features of the character; habit, activity or family relationship;
anthroponymic constructions; nicknames that function in the analyzed works about
the rebel movement of 1942-1954 are formed and motivated by the usual
behavioral model or a person’s activity, brightly pronounced character traits or a
person’s external features; nicknames that completely replace the nameor surname
without obvious motivation. The functioning of three names-andronyms’ categories
have been established according to the models of the methods’ creation: a model
with the formant -ych(a), the formant -k(a) and the formant -ov(a) in the texts of
analyzed works about the liberation movement of Ukraine in the first half of the
twentieth century.

It has been established, that the sacred names occupy a prominent place in
the anthroposystem in the texts of analyzed works about the national liberation
movement of the first half of the twentieth century. It has been clarified the
quantitative functioning of the one-lexeme variant of the name God. The name
God is the semantic central part of the sacred origin in the texts of the analyzed
works, which means that there is the one God in three guises: God the Father, God
the Son, God the Holy Spirit, nominated by the Holy Trinity. It’s been given the
variability of the theonym’s God use that is realized in ten synonymous names,
which allows finding the origins of the various characteristic attributes of the Lord
in the texts of the analyzed works. To distinguish the Christian and heathen names

of gods, the writers write the names of the last ones in a lowercase letter.



The functional load of the alternative names that denote God in the constant
expressions, phrases, verbal constructions has been studied. The phonetic
component of the general characteristics of the name God is formed by the writers’
use of the suffixes that express affectionate reverence to the Lord.

It has been revealed the names of associative-connotative toponyms in the
analyzed texts about the national liberation movement of the first half of the XX
century in Ukraine. Due to the personal and psychological features, experience and
writers' world’s perceptions, the writers in the texts show the influence of the
social environment on the general semantic circle’s formation of the toponym
Ukraine and its seven variants. It has been found, that the writers use the names of
the one-lexeme variant of the choronym Ukraine and due to the characteristic
adjectives and noun attributes emphasize its territorial features, political regimes of
the country and the subjective feelings about the formation of Ukraine’s
independence.

Seven variants (Motherland, Region, Ukraine, State, Vkraina, Homeland,
Nanny) of possible names denoting the name Ukraine have been established in the
analyzed texts; and it’s been clarified their quantitative, connotative characteristics
and a place in the general system of the associative-connotative toponyms.

The units of propriative lexicon, which contribute to the reproduction of the
mythocultural views' identity, traditions and beliefs of a certain people, also called
the category of poetonyms, have been considered in the analyzed texts of works.
The co-functionality of the linguistic worldview, real world’s perception and the
mythopoetic one is directly traced on the examples of international and Ukrainian
poetonyms.

It has been emphasized on further research of the onym’s interaction with
the social environment, namely its influence on the formation of conspiratorial
names, conotonyms, literary anthroponyms and sacred names in works about the
liberation movement of Ukraine not only in the first half of XX, but also in the
XXI century.
